Horse handling at Sweetwater Corral in Gig Harbor has two clinics offered in
October. On Oct. 19th clinic-intro to Natural Horsemanship and Oct. 25th clinic Change Your Horse in a
Day, Trail Challenges and Trailer Loading. It's $25.00 to audit any class and $150.00 to participate in the 6
hour class and includes lunch with both. Chuck is a Parelli trained instructor and uses the natural
horsemanship methods to train.

We also hope to have some clinics in trail and safe riding practices with training
demonstrations by some of the professionals to see how they work and what their training methods are. |
had the opportunity to attend different natural training clinics when | lived on Vashon Island and was just
getting back into horses about six years ago and was amazed at how the cowboy up ( break their spirit )
training had changed from when | was a kid (and bounced much better ) to understanding how your horse
thinks and learns best.
